Dear Parents, 

 

Our rates will be increasing as of service week Monday September 3rd (this will be the 
payment made on Tuesday September 4th as we are closed Monday September 3rd for 
Labor Day). New contracts will come out in August reflecting the new tuition. 

The increase is $5.00 per child per week. I have vowed to keep your rates as low as I 
can and believe we are still the lowest in the area. 

One way to help us keep rates down is by all of our families participating in fundrais-
ers throughout the year. We typically do three a year. 

 

** When determining the multi child discounts it will be based off of the oldest full 
time child’s tuition rate. 

Please note if you are a childcare EBT card user we have added into our policies 
that all payments made for the month with this card must be received in full by the 
5th to avoid additional late fees to the account.

PAYMENT REMINDERS 

Emergency Cards: 

We have made a change to the layout of our emer-
gency cards and are asking all current families to 
fill out a new one for each of your children. This 
one will include up to two emails which will be 
used for daily connect, account information & 
receipts if you need them.   

 

Payment is due Monday of each week for that week of care Any Account with an outstanding 
balance past 5 days is subject to a $25 late fee. All accounts with an outstanding balance past 10 
days will receive $25 late fee due before service is continued.  

Convenience Pay- Effective Immediately All accounts paid via PayPal or Square Credit Card pay-
ments is subject to that company’s fee and you must add the fee amount to your payment when 
making it. Square Payments are 2.9% fee PayPal Payments are a 2.9% + 30 cents fee for example 
PayPal: If your tuition is $160.00 you need to add $4.94 to that payment making your total transac-
tion $164.94. For example, Square Credit Card Payment: If your tuition is $160.00 you will need to 
add $4.64 to that payment making your total transaction $164.64  

 WI Shares - WI shares money is placed on your card every month on the 1st Please transfer that 
money over right away so we can get the calculations and account status to you for the remaining 
monthly balance. Any WI shares money not paid by the 5th will receive a $25 late fee due before 
service is continued.
